Cutting Ogee Style Feet on a Bandsaw

Dave Powles at CWA's February meeting provided a
very instructive presentation and demonstration about bracket
feet and how to cut ogee style feet on a bandsaw.

Dave described two types of feet, see left column
picture; the ogee foot style (left) and the plain bracket foot
style (right). The size of the foot should be appropriate for the
case size but should be proportional in height and width using
he "golden rule" (1to 1.625 ratio). Patten for a foot can be
found in magazines and some club members have created
patterns of various sizes made of 1/4" plywood.

Once the size and pattern are known, it is time to select
the material, which usually matches the species of wood of
the case material. Selecting a piece with proper thickness is
critical. For example, for an ogee foot the face profile might
be 1/2" and if you piece of wood is only 3/4", then after you
cut the profile you have 1/4" of thickness left holding up you
case work.

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Cutting Ogee Style Feet on a Bandsaw

(continued from page 1)

It is most important to square the board. You want your
stock to be true and square and close to the needed dimensions
as you can get.

Begin by cutting the miters.

Also, it is useful to have a rabbet cut in the top of the feet,
S0 you can attach a piece of plywood in the rabbet. It makes it
easier to attach the feet to the case frame.

You can put a biscuit of spline joint in the end grain of the
miter, but make sure it is at the back of the joint; if not, when
you cut the profile you may expose the spline or biscuit.

Dave likes to use Titebond Molding and Trim Glue on the
end grains; as it is thick and has high initial tack. You can also
add glue blocks to the back of the miter and it is important to
cut the glue block so the grain on the glue block runs in the
same direction as the grain along the width of the foot.

The first cut on the bandsaw is the edge profile (that is
what you see when looking at the case piece straight on).
Using a 1/4" bandsaw blade you can cut a curve as tight as that
of quarter ($0.25) . A scroll saw can be used for smaller
diameter cuts and pieces, such as feet on a jewelry box. Cut
both pieces.

Now, glue up the pieces using the biscuit or spline to
reinforce the miter joint.

Next cut the first face profile.  The pieces are held on a
stand as seen in the picture in picture on this page. Use a 4-
teeth per inch blade. You are cutting a board that is
approximately 3" thick. Rounding the back edge of the
bandsaw blade also helps.

For cutting the next face profile, the glue line at the miter
is the line to be used for making the cut.

For the back feet on a case piece that is to be flat against a
wall, you need to rabbet the pieces appropriately so the flat
piece's end grain is not visible from the side

Dave mentioned , it is important to mark the pieces and to
keep track of each when cutting them.

Glue in the glue block and attach the plywood that will be
use to secure the feet to the base or a molded edge frame. A
frame is typically used, as the case sits on this frame.

Dave also offered some bandsaw tune up tips:

- The back-stop bearing should only run when cutting, not all
the time.

- Guide blocks should be set up with a "dollar bill gap" or it
will twist too much in the curves.

- Make sure the tire is clean without sawdust under the blade.

- Keep a sharp blade. When you have to force it - trouble.

- Check the blade is square to the table.

- Never take a band saw up to full compression, If there is a
bump in the blade the spring cannot absorb the shock.

- Clean the pitch off of blades.

- For hardwoods, like maple, you may want to use a bandsaw
blade lubricant that is made for use on wood.

- lturra Design has a good catalog for tuning up a bandsaw.
(Allen Grayson looked them up after the meeting and their
phone is 904-642-2802.)
