 Michael Boide (left), Senior Product Manager, and 

Dennis Kellagher, Product Manager, are focused on product 

research and development; understanding and evaluating 

what both the professional and hobbyist woodworkers and 

tradesmen need; and how they use specific types of tools.  

The feedback they receive is most important in the 

development process and often new features result. Mike 

said, “Woodworkers come up with some creative ideas”. 

 

 In 2010 the Stanley and the Black & Decker companies 

merged and the official name for the corporation is now 

“Stanley Black & Decker”.  Some of the brands of tools we 

are familiar with that they produce are DeWalt, Porter 

Cable, Bostitch, Mac Tools, Stanley and Black & Decker 

products.  The Delta machinery business was sold this year 

and is now the Delta Corporation located in Anderson, SC.  

Delta will focus on stationary tools.

 Members attending the November meeting signed a non-

disclosure agreement about certain details of the presentation 

and information, so this is a truncated general article of a very 

informative one hour presentation. 

 

 Mike reviewed the detail process steps used for 

developing new tools and the various engineering efforts 

required. As with all engineering process, the efforts include 

prototyping and evaluation. 

 

 An important tip he noted in getting quality finishes is to 

use the best quality of sandpaper (has consistent size of grit 

particles) and that the pressure applied to the sander is 

important.  It noted that it is best in using certain types of 

sanders, for example, palm sanders to let the unit float or apply 

constant light pressure.  Also, dust collection is important, i.e. 

get those particles out of there.  

 

 Feedback from users to their development process is most 

valuable, so do not hesitate commenting on issues you may 

experience.
